Your students will be required to apply as a visiting student to Nottingham using the application
guidance PDF (attached to the 'Partner Information' email).

We do not require to see a portfolio for
Erasmus applicants as we assume that, because
we have an Erasmus agreement in place, the
quality of the degree has been checked and of
an equal standard to the University of
Nottingham. If, like Nottingham, there is a
competitive process then this should ensure
that the student is of a sufficient standard.

English proficiency and academic requirements

English language requirements:

Where English is not the official/majority language students must submit evidence of English
language proficiency. If supporting documents are not received, this will result in delays in providing
offers. All conditions on offers must be met before students can register. Our minimum entry
requirements are shown in the following webpage: English language requirements

The University of Nottingham does not accept institutional certificates as evidence of English
proficiency. If provided, they will not be considered and will delay the processing of an application
where an approved certificate is not received.
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Academic requirements:

All applicants must be current students at an overseas university or college of higher education and
must have completed at least one year of study at their home university, prior to their study abroad
period.

The minimum academic requirement is a current overall average equivalent to a 2:2 in the UK.
Country specific guidance can be found here, please not that grade equivalencies will be found
under Masters-entry requirements.

Course information
While at Nottingham, students must study the following:

e 30 credits per semester from their host school (where a valid agreement must be in
place)

e minimum 50 credits and maximum of 70 credits overall per semester

e minimum 100 and maximum 120 credits for a full year

e anormal credit load would be 60 per semester

30 credits must be accounted for from the host school, per semester, students are then able to
study the additional required credits from any other school if: they meet any pre-requisites, there is
capacity, the courses are not year-long if studying for a semester and there are no timetable
clashes.

Information for students

All students are required to make an application through our Nottingham Hub. Without this, an
offer will not be issued.
e Please send your students the application guidance document (PDF) attached to the
'Partner Information' email for guidance on making an application and uploading
supporting documents.
e Applications must be made by no later than the dates outlined in nomination
deadlines
e When submitting an application where English is not the official/majority language,
students must submit evidence of English language proficiency.
e Students must ensure transcripts are provided and uploaded with their application.
e University of Nottingham ERASMUS code for ERASMUS funded students: UK
NOTTING 01

Any supporting documents not received will result in delays in providing offers.

Visa information

All students should refer to the visa advice given on our webpages:

Students from the EU, EEA and Switzerland will now need to enter the UK in accordance with the
immigration rules, which will differ depending on the length of study being undertaken.

Nationals from Australia, Canada, Japan, New Zealand, Singapore, South Korea and the United States
of America as well as those from the EU, EEA and Switzerland can use eGates (electronic passport
gates). However, students who do use eGates need to prepare to show evidence of their entry to
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the UK (e.g., flight ticket, boarding card or similar) at the point of university registration, in order
that the University can satisfy the relevant government immigration checks.

Application process

Please note that incomplete applications cannot be processed and may result in students not
receiving an offer at the University of Nottingham.

e The Admissions Office will receive the student's online application form and review
complete applications with supporting documents.

e Students will receive their offers and communications through their Nottingham
Hub portal. Students are asked to check their Nottingham Hub portal regularly for
updates.

e Students must have met all conditions of the offer before being able to proceed
with their visit.

¢ Students must accept/decline their formal offer from the University of
Nottingham.

e Any visa documentation will either be communicated through their offer letter or
Nottingham Hub portal. Students are asked to check their Nottingham Hub portal
regularly for updates.

e Students must accept their offer in the Nottingham Hub portal in order to apply for
accommodation.

e All students will receive a fee questionnaire which must be completed, even if they
are part of an arrangement where they would not be expecting to pay fees.

e Students who hold an accepted, unconditional offer only, will be contacted by the
university with pre-arrival information and module choices prior to their start date.
